At talkcture the beneficiary has the option to pursue legal remedies for dishonour immediately or send back the check for realization under the guarantee by the
drawer that the check will be honored the second time. However, it is imperative that any action be taken within the 90-day period of validity of the control. The aforementioned act provides that
where there is dishonour of inspection due to insufficient funds in the drawer account, the wandering drawer will be liable to be punished with imprisonment for a term which may extend to two years, or with an end which may extend to twice the amount of the inspection or both. Section 138 of the said Act also covers the dishonour of the check in
which the payment of the check was stopped by the check box or the drawer’s account was closed. However, all instances of dishonour control will not constitute an offence under this section. In order to constitute a crime there are some requirements. The requirements are an offence under Section 138 of the Negotiable Instruments Act. 1. The
drawer should have an account with the Drawee Bank and should have drawn the check from this account. 2. The check should clearly indicate the quantity and date and should bear the signature of the drawer. Note that blank controls do not fall within the definition of Bill of Exchange and are therefore excluded from the PurvewView of the Section
of the aforementioned act. If the complainant fills the date and amount in a white control, equals an alteration of the material without the consent of the drawer and therefore cannot be applied despite being issued a legal liability. 3. The cheque should have been issued for total or partial discharge of any debt or legal liability. Cheques issued as gifts
or donations for charitable purposes or for any other non-statutory obligation are not covered by the Act. 4. The cheque should have been submitted within its 90-day validity period 5. The Recipient must have issued a written notice of claim to the drawer within 30 days of receipt of the return cheque from Drawee Bank. 6. The Drawer should not have
paid the amount of the cheque to the Recipient within 15 days of receipt of the aforementioned notice of claim. If all these requirements are met, the dishonour of the cheque becomes a criminal offence which gives the beneficiary the right to bring a necessary legal action by filing a petition under Article 138 of the said Act. Appeal to the courts 1. The
Recipient must promptly file a claim stating all necessary details and must attach with the claim the dishonoured cheque, the Cheque Return Memorandum, a copy of the claim note issued with proof of service and a signed affidavit. 2. Once the complaint has been filed with the aforementioned documents, it shall be examined by the magistrate
concerned in order to confirm the commission of the offence as provided for in Article 138 of the said Act. Once the commission is confirmed, a summons is issued to the Drawer or the Accused and the hearing for the offence begins. 3. In addition to initiating criminal proceedings, the beneficiary or claimant also has the possibility to initiate legal
proceedings in the civil courts for the recovery of the amount of the cheque and the related expenses. Reimbursement during trial When the accused reimburses the full amount of the cheque to the plaintiff while the trial is pending under section 138, he or she has the option of receiving a lenient penalty from the courts. because of such
reimbursement, he or she does not fully absolve the accused from his or her liability.A A for the dishonor offense of cheque. Conclusion The reason or “mens rea” which is a necessary ingredient for all criminal offences is irrelevant when it comes to the offence of dishonouring cheques. Section 138 of the Marketable Instruments Act creates a
statutory offence for the dishonour of cheques for insufficient funds in the cashier’s account and the circumstances in which the dishonour occurred are irrelevant. Whenever the check is dishonored, the bank transfer immediately issues a "check memodo of the check" to the beneficiary banker specifying the reasons for the dishonor. The Beneficiary banker provides the memo and the allowed check to the beneficiary. The beneficiary has the
possibility of the check within three months of the date indicated on the check after having satisfied the reason for the disgrace of the check. In addition, the beneficiary must notify the transferee within 30 days of the date of receipt of the “Memory of return of the check” from the bank. The notice must indicate that the amount of the check will be
paid to:payment within 15 days of receipt of the notice by the drawer. However, if the drawer fails to make a fresh payment within 30 days of receipt of the notice, the beneficiary has the right to conduct a legal proceedings against the deficit in accordance with Section 138 of the Tradeable Instruments Act.
